To: Alternate of GOT dive raffle 

You get the opportunity to dive in the GOT ONLY if the winner cannot dive.  Do not expect to dive unless you are contacted by a dive club officer.  

If you are contacted by an officer then the following rules apply to you:
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Important Rules and Information

Read Carefully

When:  9 a.m. on the date announced at the time your raffle ticket was drawn.  It is important to be on time.  The Aquarium reserves the first Saturday of each month for our raffle dives.   

Where:  Go to the information desk in the lobby of the Aquarium and tell them you are a guest diver.  They will call the dive department to have someone escort you to the dive room.

C-Card:  You will be asked to sign a Liability Waiver.  You MUST bring your Certification Card with you.  If you do not have your c-card, you will not be allowed to dive.  There are no exceptions to this rule so be sure to remember your card.

Bring:  You must bring ALL your own gear except tanks.  Bring your certification card, towel, swimsuit, fins with boots, weights, mask, BCD, regulator with appropriate gauges and full wetsuit (1/8” or 1/4”, no skins nor shorties).  The water is in the mid 70’s Fahrenheit so gloves and hoods are optional.  It’s surprisingly cold so a 7mm wetsuit is most commonly worn.  Snorkels are also optional.  You will us a 50 cubic ft tank for with dive so make sure your BCD strap can fit this tank.  The GOT is only 23 feet deep so you may need to bring extra weight.  No knives are allowed in the tank.  

Cameras: You may bring underwater camera equipment.  You be required to sign a waiver for use of images taken inside the Aquarium.

On the Day:  You can expect to be at the Aquarium from 12pm until around 2:30 p.m.  After you arrive at 9 a.m. you will be escorted up to the dive room.  You will sign waivers, listen to a pre-dive brief, ask any questions you may have, and then set up your gear.  Your dive will start at 10 a.m.  Ordinarily dives last 30 minutes.  However, the length of the dive is entirely at the discretion of the Staff Diver.  Hot showers are available after your dive.  You may rinse your gear in the shower also.   Clean up and repacking of your gear will last until around 2:30 p.m.

Questions:  There will be plenty of time to ask questions on the morning of the dive.  However, if you must contact us before the scheduled dive, please call the main staff divers line at (617) 973-5248.  

Cancellation:  If you must cancel your dive, contact the NEADC President, Vice President or Secretary so that the alternate may be contacted as soon as possible.  If you are unable to reach the President, Vice President and Secretary, call another Officer of the Dive Club.  If the Aquarium needs to cancel the dive, you will be notified in advance.  
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
