OFFICER REPORTS/OTHER NEW BUSINESS:

Dick Whitehouse – spoke with Maryhelen who is feeling great and sent greetings to everyone. Dick made a motion, seconded by Anna to buy a fruit basket for Maryhelen. Motion was approved unanimously.
Jim Carozza – went over financials, Total club assets as of 9/30/04 is $6,298.99, the “Aquarium fund “ has current balance of $695.75 with $771.00 in funds that not arrived yet ( total of $1,466.75 ).
Alicia Lenci – gave report from two recent clean ups at Rhode Island and Canoe Beach ( Nahant). She provided the receipts and asked for reimbursement of $186.03 that she spent for food, drinks, stickers and books for these two events. Jim proposed the motion to write a check for $186.03, seconded by Kerry that was approved unanimously.

Alicia also proposed that shore dive leaders should promote clean up of the dive sites and be given trash bags and gloves to remove the detritus from the site.

Alicia was invited to the Gulf of Maine Summit that will take place in St Andrews, Canada and ask for club sponsorship. Jim made a motion to pay her $30 for the registration fees and provide now $50 towards cost of the half of the fuel expenses, with the balance paid after return and based on the gas receipts. Kerry seconded motion that was approved unanimously.
Since Alicia has plenty of the water bottles with club logo left after the clean-up events proposal was made to sell them to members for $3 a piece.

Another proposal was to provide shore dive leaders with trash bags and gloves to encourage beach clean-up.

Maryhelen wrote in the e-mail that the newsletter this month was supposed to be picked up by Al Bozza.  He said he will find somebody to pick up newsletter because he was going to South America, however, according to Maryhelen office the newsletter hasn’t been picked up.  Dick Whitehouse and Maryhelen tried to find someone to take it to the meeting without success.  Therefore, Maryhelen arranged to have the box sent by courier to Anne Lambert's house.  The Club will have to pay the transport fee when it is received from her office.
