OFFICER REPORTS/OTHER NEW BUSINESS:

Trish discussed articles in the Aqualog advertising the NEADC. In the fall issue, our submissions talked about the unique diving experiences provided by the Club.  The next theme to be incorporated in the Winter Aqualog is our Environmental activities.  The theme for the Spring issue is up for ideas.  On possible theme is the diverse membership and the different perspective of being member of the club associated with the NEAq.

Al received check for the GOT auction. We are skipping the January informal meeting; maybe we should have a social gathering at Jose’s on January 5. The tropical fish collection/cookout at Ft. Wetherill was a great success ( over 40 people participated ) and should become the yearly event. Al asked for the reimbursement of $43 for the cost of printing of Holiday Party tickets and $116 for the food at the cookout.

Officers talked about promotion of the Fish Collecting trip raffle, there is some concern that it may be hard to sell the 500 tickets before spring deadline. It was suggested to have raffle promotion at the Sea Rovers, use the one ticket as an extra prize for 50/50 raffle and use 5 tickets for the raffle at Holiday Party.

Mike made professionally looking life support system for tropical fish that was used at Ft. Wetherill. Al proposed that the Club pay him $40 for parts. All agreed.
