Old Business:  Tropical Fish hunt status.  Al has the final poster ready to be distributed to local dive shops.  We each took a few to distribute to our respective shops.  Al is working on getting some press there for the event.  The Cotting School students will be attending the hunt, so we need to figure out some of the logistics for specific needs.  It was suggested Al try to let the school know of the area and let them handle the logistics since they probably know better than we do.  We are also looking for the use of an event tent (cost free, hopefully).  If anyone knows of someone who'd be willing the lend one for the event please speak to them and get them in touch with Al ASAP..  

Boating/Dive Flag law posters:  NEADC did the design and it's finalized to combine the original two separate posters into one, emphasizing both laws.  BSC will apparently foot the bill for printing.  Are we going to put our 

logo on the poster, or leave it off?  No real decision made, some board members leaning toward putting it on.

Eat and Greet locations:  Al confirmed we are all set for the rest of the year on locations.

Guest Speakers for General Meetings:  Al confirmed we are all set for guest speakers for the remainder of the year.  It was suggested Al contact Jim Sullivan to get him and his business partner, Pat, in for a presentation since it's been a while since we've had them in.  John will forward Jim's contact info to Al.

Scuba Santa:  Val said we'd most likely have to postpone this event and try for next year. The dive shop that was going to  sponsor and provide tanks, the pool, etc. has had one of their employees come off work due to some surgery that's put him out of commission diving, etc. for the remainder of the year.  So the shop is short handed on covering the things he was doing and can't spare all the time the event would require.

New Business:

Dive Site Coordinator Responsibilities:  Two incidents have come up where members have had expectations of dive site coordinators being the equivalent of dive masters or “tour guides” for dives.  The board agreed we need to re-emphasize the role of dive coordinators/leaders for both shore and boat dives so people do not arrive with the wrong impression about what the dive leader/coordinator is and is not supposed to be doing.  

Holiday Party:  we agreed we would have this after the holidays.  Al suggested we make it a multi-dive club event.  Originally Al suggested February, but Val mentioned Metro West has  their tropical party every year that month.  So Al suggested January 12th, and that seemed reasonable to everyone.  Val and John will coordinate with Al in helping make the food for this event.  We need to have a theme, and also the benefactor will be the Cotting School for any raffle, etc. we have.

January 2008 Eat and Greet:  Since it's right after the New Year's holiday, we decided it will be a Jose's instead of at someone's house.  

Boat Dive:  John mentioned there are still two slots available for the September 22nd boat dive, 3 tank, 1 seal dive.  We need to book the boat, so if we don't get those two slots filled the club will have to cover the cost. Rick said OK, go ahead and book the boat, we'd most likely get them filled.

Val asked about the status of the newsletter, if that had been discussed in the meetings she'd missed.  No new news on that, so we'll bring it up at the next meeting when Joy is present to get an update.
