Guest speaker:  Ken Mallory (he used to work at the NEAq) talked about Adventures beneath the sea – living in an underwater scientific station. He talked briefly about history of underwater habitats – in sixties many countries had underwater habitats from Cousteau Star Fish house to the US Sea Lab III. Humans dreamed for a long time about living underwater and many architects draw plans of sunken cities. Today only one underwater habitat exists – Aquarius off Key Largo near the Conch Reef. Ken spent there a week living with 7 other people tracking fish. The fish was caught, tag surgically inserted and fish movement tracked. Most fish stayed close to home e.g. habitat.
